PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE

The beginning of summer is just around the corner and Surfside is as busy as ever. New construction in the area portends for another good year. Our beach survived the winter, and is in excellent condition. However the same cannot be said about our roads. They suffered freezing and thawing and now need more patching. Hopefully the remaining Roads Fund monies can help fix some of the potholes. Unfortunately the task of raising and providing funds to fix the roads will remain with us until the Town decides to “Take” the roads that we and the Town both understand are public. Recently we met with Town Officials to continue the push for their action. There is more in the report below.

In the Surfside Area Plan we convinced the Town that they should consider their properties as “excess” and offer them for sale. That has happened and several lots are available and are on the open market. Neighbors should be aware and consider them for purchase. Also the extinguishing of “Paper Roads” continues. If you have a Paper Road next to your property and wish to own it, contact the Town Planning Office.

We spoke directly with the Chief of Police and the plans for the July 4 weekend celebrations will be about the same as last year. There will be a show of force, control points, one way traffic, I.D. checks and additional transportation. The 4th is a long 4 day event and patience is required from all. 

Many of our officers and board members are getting “long in the tooth”. If anyone has interest in serving the Surfside Association in any capacity please let us know. The Social side of the Association is again in full swing with Golf, Fishing, Meetings, and gatherings. Hope to see you soon at one or all of our events.

Surfside Roads Fund Update from Chris Magee (written May 28, 2013)

As you know, we put together a roads fund to patch and repair the Boulevarde and the other three roads that lead to the airport. This fund was started two years ago as a safety measure to patch sections of these roads until such time as they can be taken by the Town.


Each winter puts great stress on these roads, and potholes appear, some small, some rather large.  Two winters ago we had about fifteen holes of which six or seven were substantial.  We had funds in the roads account to get them patched.


This year we again have about fifteen holes and we still have minimal funds in the account to have Victor Paving do more patching, although we’re not sure we have enough money for everything.  Tom Quigley and I will meet with Victor in early to mid June to assess the costs and timeframes for making the needed repairs.  This is not Victor Paving’s busy season so we believe we can get the work done quickly.

As to the status of the taking of the roads by the town, Tom and I met with the Town Manager and were told that this would not happen in 2013, and that it was also not scheduled for 2014.  We requested that that decision be formally revisited by the Board of Selectmen. We also suggested that we cut the project into pieces and start by just taking the Boulevarde first.  This was well received by the Town Manager.  Thirdly it was suggested by her that maybe some of the funds from the sale of Town lots in Surfside be used for the Boulevarde taking process. (There are currently four to five Town lots up for sale.)  We were heartily in agreement with that.

Going forward it is anticipated that this matter will be taken up by the Board of Selectmen, and we plan to attend and speak to the Board. We will have more to say at the July 13th Surfside Association meeting, 10:00am, at the Star of the Sea Youth Hostel.
